VIKING CHILDREN

Vikings lived a thousand years ago and the life of children back then was very different from
today!

Viking boys and girls had to know lots of practical things, for example how to light a fire
or how to take care of farm animals. They didn’t have books. Travelling poets and story
tellers told them about heroes and their brave actions. These stories taught children how to
defend themselves and help other people.

Viking children didn’'t have their own rooms. The whole family shared one big room
with a fireplace in the middle. Viking women usually prepared food for the family over
the fire. To make the room warm and cosy, they put sheepskins on the walls and on the
beds.

Getting from one place to another was not an easy thing for Vikings. There were no cars
or trains, so Viking children had to walk many kilometers every day. They also rode horses
and sailed.
