VIKING CHILDREN
Vikings lived a thousand years ago and the life of children back then was

very different from today!

Viking boys and girls had to know lots of practical things, for example
how to light a fire or how to take care of farm animals. They didn’t have
books. Travelling poets and story tellers told them about heroes and
their brave actions. These stories taught children how to defend

themselves and help other people.
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Viking children didn’t have their own rooms. The whole family shared
one big room with a fireplace in the middle.

I’m pretty sure that you know Donald Duck. You must
remember him from books or movies you watched
when you were little. But have you ever thought about

how Donald Duck began?

One day, Walt Disney heard what seemed to be
a “duck voice* when he was reading a book by a lake. He thought the
funny sound was made by a real duck, but actually it was Clarence Nash,
a voice actor, who was singing a song like a duck. This “duck voice”
sounded angry and funny at the same time. Disney liked it very much and
decided to create a duck character based on it. Do you remember Mickey
Mouse? He is happy and cheerful, and doesn’t usually get angry or shout.
Walt Disney created Donald Duck as the complete opposite of Mickey. So
Donald speaks in a loud voice and is often angry. He likes to work hard,
but shouts and gets mad when something goes wrong. Even if his day

starts well, he often gets very frustrated before the day ends!

You can also see white gloves on Donald’s hands. You may ask why. Was
it because the animators couldn’t easily draw animal “hands”, or because
there was a fashion for wearing white gloves at that time? Not really. In
fact, as Walt Disney said, “Our cartoon characters are mostly animals. We
decided to use gloves, because with them our cartoon characters looked

like real people.”
