The Mary Rose was King Henry VIII's famous flagship, named after his sister Mary.
In 1545, during the war against France, it sank near the English coast. The ship lay
underwater for over 400 years. In October 1982, a special machine lifted the Mary
Rose out of the sea. The event was watched live on television by 60 million people
worldwide. The ship and all the objects found in it can be admired in the Mary Rose
Museum located in Portsmouth.

The Cutty Sark, the fastest sailing ship of its time, has been visited by thousands of
tourists since it was opened to the public in 1954. In 2007 the deck was damaged by
