Instead, living trees are formed as they grow so as to take on different shapes based on
a Pooktre artist’s design.

Pooktre art was invented by Peter Cook and Becky Northey in South East Queensland,
Australia, in 1996. It was inspired by Becky’s hobby — making sculptures from wood. One day,
she decided that creating shapes from cut-down trees is not eco-friendly. She wanted to live
on a planet that is both beautiful and healthy. Becky shared her thoughts with Peter
and as a result of their long discussions Pooktre art was born.
